REPORT OF THE MEETING

OPENING OF THE MEETING

The meeting was held in accordance with the calendar of the EAC
activities for January to June 2010 and was attended by delegates from
the five Partner States of Burundi, Kenya, Tanzania Rwanda and Uganda.
The list of participants is attached as Annex 1.

Constitution of the Bureau

The meeting was chaired by Dr. Claude J.S. Mosha of Tanzania Bureau of
Standards and the rapporteur was Mr David Eboku from Uganda National
Bureau of Standards in accordance with the EAC procedures.

Adoption of the agenda

The agenda was adopted as attached as Annex II.

CONSIDERATION OF MATTERS ARISING FROM THE REPORT OF THE
17™ MEETING OF THE EASTSC AND THE 13™ MEETING OF THE
EASC

Considerations on Council Directive on the Harmonisation of the age
limits of wused vehicles imported into the Community for
incorporation into DEAS 500:2008, Road vehicles — Inspection —
Code of practice which the committee had recommended for
approval as an East African Standard in 2008.

The Sub-Committee noted that the Council of Ministers had directed the
EASC to harmonize the standard on used vehicles including the age limit
for used motor vehicles imported into the Community in April 2007. In
2008, the EASC adopted a draft standard and recommended it for approval
without inclusion of the age limit. The Council deferred the declaration of
the draft standards and reiterated that the standard should be harmonized
to include the age limit as earlier directed. The 13th EASC meeting had
made a decision for a committee of experts to review this issue in 2009.
The EAC Secretariat convened a meeting of a committee of experts in
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November 2009. The Subcommittee received and adopted the report of the
experts which is hereto attached as Annex III.

The Sub-committee recommends to EASC as follows:

1. A tentative age limit of 10 years from the date of first
registration be recommended to the Sectoral Council on Trade,
Investment and Finance.

2. To request EAC Secretariat to convene a regional workshop to
further discuss the relationship between the age limit,
environmental pollution, safety, fuel consumption efficiency,
social well-being, economic activities, technological and
industrial developments. The workshop should bring together
key stakeholders including those from the following: Bureaus of
Standards, Revenue Authorities, Ministries responsible for
transport, Ministries responsible for finance, environmental
management authorities and ministries responsible for
industry. The private sector shall be represented by dealers in
new and used vehicles, transporters, etc. The workshop should
be convened by August 2010.

3. To request the EAC Secretariat to commission a study on the
long-term impact of trade in used motor vehicles in the
Community including an aspect of age limits.

4. To urge Partner States to harmonize the testing and inspection
regimes and technical regulations on road vehicles.

2.2 Consideration of the progress on implementation EAS 481:2008,
Plastic carrier bags taking into account the Council directive

The Subcommittee noted the draft EAS 481, had been referred by EASC to
Sub Committee for review to address among other things the following
areas:

¢ Scope and definition of plastic carrier bags to include flat bags
e Traceability especially labeling and marking

The subcommittee observed that there are divergent policies and laws
being implemented in the Partner States, there are other options for the
management control of plastic carrier bags including waste management
and adoption of biodegradable plastics.

The Subcommittee recommends to the EASC as follows:

1. The harmonization of DEAS 481, Plastic carrier bags —
Specification, be halted.

2. The EASC urge Partner States to explore opportunities for
management of plastics waste, especially that arising from the
use of carrier bags.

3. The EASC promotes the development of a standard for
biodegradable plastics as a way to promote this technology as a
partial solution to the current problem
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2.3 Adoption of regional and international standards

The Sub Committee noted that there was a need to define a mechanism
through which EAC may adopt international standards such as
International Organisation for Standardisation (ISO) and International
Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) and other regional standards such as
those of the European Union (EU) and Southern Africa Development
Community (SADC]).

The Sub Committee was informed that ISO recognised membership of
Africa Regional Standardisation Organisation (ARSO) as a regional
standardisation organisation and had not defined mechanism for EAC or
other sub-regional standardisation bodies.

The Sub Committee agreed that the mechanisms through which EAC may
adopt international standards should be defined within EAC procedures for
the development of standards.

The Sub committee directs the task force handling the procedures for the
development of EAS to ensure that appropriate mechanisms for adopting
international and/or regional standards as EAS, are incorporated into
procedures.

2.4 East African Standards template and layout

The Sub Committee noted that the extent of adoption and use of the
standards template varied between Partner States. The Sub-Committee
further noted that the forum for training of standards developers on the
use of the template, identified under the Germany Institution for Metrology
(PTB) support and recommended during the 17t meeting of the Sub-
Committee, had not been held.

Recommendation

The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to urge the EAC
secretariat to follow up with PTB and ensure that a regional
training workshop on the use of the standards template is held.

2.5 Implementation of the PTB project

The Sub-Committee noted that Web editors were trained under the PTB
project; however, several other activities detailed in the project
implementation matrix (Annex IV) had not been done.

It was observed that it was urgent to train Standards Project Managers,
Technical Committee Chairpersons, and Technical Committee Secretaries
on the management of regional standards harmonisation processes.

Recommendation

The Sub-Committee recommends that EASC to wurge the
Secretariat to follow up with PTB on the implementation of
activities detailed in the PTB Project matrix (Annex IV) earlier
adopted.

2.6 Operationalization of EAC SQMT Act, 2006

The Sub-Committee had noted during the 17th meeting that the pace of
operationalization of the SQMT Activities by the EAC Secretariat has been
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extremely slow and thus affected custody of the authoritative text of the
harmonized standards; the declaration of EAS by gazette notice; the
publishing of the catalogue of the EAS; and the supplying Partner States
with the authenticated text.

The EAC Secretariat reported that 1080 EAS had been gazetted in 2009
and that secretariat was still undertaking budgetary processes with a view
to increase resources to support the role of the secretariat in
standardisation activities.

The EAC Secretariat also informed the Sub-Committee that it had been
observed that Partner States still had variations on the adoption and
implementation of East African Standards.

The Sub-Committee commended the Secretariat for gazetting the standards
and for the efforts put in place to improve awareness on the SQMT Act.

Recommendations:

1. The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to urge the EAC
Secretariat and Partner States to ensure that adequate
awareness on harmonised standards is created among the
stakeholders in order to enhance the implementation of the
standards as provided for in the SQMT Act.

2. The Sub-Committee also recommends to the EASC to urge the
Secretariat to monitor and give regular reports on status of
implementation of the harmonised EAS.

2.7 Role of the Secretariat in the facilitation of the EASC- standards
Sub-Committee

The Sub-Committee noted that the SQMT Liaison office was very vital in
facilitating the activities of the Sub-Committee and noted to the limitation
on budgetary and human resources within the SQMT Liaison office.

Recommendation

The Sub-Committee recommends the EASC to urge the EAC
Secretariat to explore opportunities for acquiring adequate

budgetary and human resources support for the SQMT Liaison
Office.

2.8 Establishment of inter-linkages with other sectors of the EAC

The Sub-Committee noted that there are other EAC Organs that develop
standards. The following areas of standardisation were specifically noted:
SPS standards, Fish and fishery products and East African Seeds
committee.

The Sub-Committee also noted that SQMT Act had provisions that could be
utilised to aid the harmonisation of these activities.

It was also noted that at international level there were linkages amongst
international standards setting organisation such as the IPPC, OIE and
Codex Alimentarius Commission.
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Recommendation

The Sub Committee recommends to the EASC to recommend to the
Sectoral Council on Trade, Finance and Industry (SCTFI) to define a
mechanism through which EAC organs that develop standards can
collaborate to enhance coherence in the work of standards harmonisation.

2.9 Consideration of harmonized standards of interest to EAC,
COMESA and SADC

The Sub-Committee was informed that there were ongoing discussion for
the EAC Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA) and
SADC Tripartite Free Trade Area Agreement and that harmonisation of
standards was part of the agreement.

Recommendation:

The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to urge the EAC
Secretariat to ensure that there is adequate support to the Bureaux of
standards in the EAC to participate in the discussions on the
tripartite agreement and keep the Committee up dated.

2.10 EAC Web-portal as a tool for development and dissemination of
East African Standards

The Sub-Committee was informed that the training of Web editors had
been conducted in June 2009. However, it was observed that Partners
States were still not utilising the web portal to its full potential and that
additional efforts were desired to optimise the use of the web site.

Recommendation

The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to urge the EAC
Secretariat to increase awareness on this web portal; and
enhance the use of the portal through the provision of
information to the editors for up load and using the information
from the web for the benefits of the targeted stakeholders.

2.11 Future work programmes

The Sub-Committee noted that the future work programs in the sector
given under this item were included in agenda items 3 and 4 and agreed to
discuss these items under agenda items 3 and 4.

2.12 Food and agriculture

The Sub-Committee noted that the items listed in the food and agriculture
sector were included in agenda items 3 and 4 and agreed to discuss these
items under agenda items 3 and 4.

2.13 Staple foods

The Sub-Committee noted that the work items in the staple foods sector
were included in agenda items 3 and 4 and agreed to discuss these items
under agenda items 3 and 4.

3.0 REVIEW OF HARMONIZED EAST AFRICAN STANDARDS

The Sub-Committee noted that the Partner States were at varying levels of
discussing the proposed revised East African Standards and that it was
urgent that the review process should be expedited to ensure that industry
is supported.

The Sub-Committee agreed that Partner States ensure that all comments
are submitted to Tanzania by August 2010 (to coordinate) in preparation of
a meeting to be held in September 2010 in Uganda.

Food labeling

The Sub-Committee noted that EAS 38:2000, Labeling of prepackaged
foods — Specification was originally based on the CAC standard and that
original document has since been revised.

The Sub-Committee urged Partner States to make comments on the revised
standards on labeling by August 2010 in preparation for a meeting to be
held in September 2010 in Tanzania.

REPORT OF THE MEETING

1.0. OPENING OF THE MEETING
1.1 Introduction

The meeting was held in accordance with the programme of activities approved in
the 13th meeting of the East African Standards Committee(EASC) held in Arusha in
May 2009. The meeting was attended by delegates from the five Partner States of
Burundi, Kenya, Rwanda, Tanzania and Uganda and development partners. The list
of delegates is attached as Annex I

1.2 Opening remarks by East African Community Secretariat

Mr. Willy Musinguzi, Principal Standards Officer, EAC highlighted the
recommendations of the 13t meeting of EASC to be considered by the experts and
informed the meeting that new standardization projects had been proposed by the
following organizations; East, Central and Southern African Health Communities,
Arusha (ECSA-HC), Association for Strengthening Agricultural Research in Eastern
and Central Africa (ASARECA), USAID-Competitiveness and Trade Expansion
Programme (COMPETE). He therefore urged the meeting to come up with the way
forward to incorporate these projects in EASC programme of work.



1.2 Constitution of the Bureau

Mr. Cunbert Kapilima, Senior Standards Officer, Tanzania Bureau of Standards
chaired the meeting while Mr. Vincent Ochwo, Senior Standards Officer, Uganda
National Bureau of Standards was the rapporteur.

2.0 ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

3.0 CONSIDERATION OF PROCEDURES FOR DEVELOPMENT OF EAC
STANDARDS

The meeting considered the procedures of development of EAC standards. It was
agreed that the sections of the document which cover draft regulations be removed
from the presented document and considers only sections which deal with
procedures of development of standards.

The subcommittee identified the need to develop regulations to guide the
harmonization, development of compulsory standards and adoption of East African
Standards.

Recommendations
The sub Committee recommended that:

(a) The Draft Procedures for Development of EAC Standards hereto attached as
Annex III be circulated to Partner States for comments and be sent to Kenya
Bureau of Standards by 15t January 2010 to be incorporated in the document.
Kenya to incorporate the comments and circulate the draft procedures by 15th
February 2010. The final draft procedure to be presented to the East African
Standards Technical Sub Committee in its meeting in May 2010.

(b) The subcommittee recommends to the EASC to consider developing
regulations to guide the development of compulsory standards, harmonization
and adoption of East African Standards.

(c) The subcommittee recommends that the EAC secretariat establishes a
mechanism for the editing of East African Standards in liaison with EASTSC in
order to provide the authoritative texts of harmonized standards as provided
for in Section 17(4) of the EAC SQMT Act, 2006.

(d) A regional training of trainers workshop should be held to train users
e the use of procedures once they have been approved by the EASC

4.0 CONSIDERATION OF SUPPORT TO EFFECT STANDARDIZATION

PROGRAMS

Presentation of Standards on root crops Uganda Bureau of Standards
(UNBS) and ASARECA

Ms Miriam Kyotalimye (ASARECA) and Ms Stella Apolot (UNBS) presented the
proposed programs of ASARECA towards harmonization of standards for

cassava (Manihot esculenta Crantz) and potatoes (Solanum tuberosum L. and
hybrids).

The subcommittee observed that the proposed standardization programmes
were in line with the planned activities of the EASC and therefore commended
ASARECA for the timely support it is offering to realize the objectives of the
EASC. The meeting noted with appreciation the comprehensive research input
ASARECA was putting into the process. Details of the presentation are hereto

attached in Annex IV.

Recommendations

(a) The subcommittee resolved to cooperate with ASARECA to execute
the identified standardization areas in accordance with the approved

work programmes.

(b) The subcommittee tasked Uganda to coordinate the technical
activities towards formulating draft standards for the identified
products.

(¢) The subcommittee urged development partners to harmonize their
support programmes in areas where there may arise overlaps.

4.2 Presentation of the project on development of standards on staple
foods by USAID/ COMPETE Programme, Nairobi

Mr Bernard Kagira presented a support proposal on harmonizing standards
for staple foods. The subcommittee observed that the EASC, in its 13th
meeting in May 2009 had identified the need to harmonize standards for
staple foods in the EAC as a means of boosting food quality and security as
well as promoting commercialization of trade in food products. The support by
COMPETE was considered timely and appropriate. The proposal is hereto

attached in Annex VI

Recommendations:
It was recommended and agreed that:

(@) COMPETE provides support in the development of standards on
staple foods.

(b) The subcommittee tasked Kenya to work with COMPETE towards
formulating draft standards for the identified products in
accordance with the agreed roadmap (Annex VI).

(¢) The subcommittee urged development partners to harmonize their
support programmes in areas where there may arise overlaps.

Presentation of standards development project on fortified foods by
UNBS and East, Central and Southern African Health Communities
(ECSA-HC)

Ms Carol Tom of ECSA presented the project of development of fortified foods
and the proposal is hereto attached as Annex V .The meeting considered the

proposal and commended UNBS and ECSA for the good work undertaken.

Recommendations:

(a) The Sub-committee resolved to cooperate with ECSA-HC to execute
the identified standardization areas in accordance with the

approved work programmes.



(b) The Sub-committee tasked Uganda to coordinate the technical
activities towards formulating draft standards for the identified

products.

5.0 CONSIDERATION OF STANDARDS REFERRED BY THE EASC TO THE SUB-
COMMITTEE

5.1 Consideration of East African Standard EAS 500: 2008- Road Vehicle -
Specification for Inspection of imported used Vehicle.

The sub-committee noted that currently Partner States have different age limits as
follows:

(1) Tanzania

There is currently an age limit of 10 years enforced by the Tanzania Revenue
Authority (TRA). . A penalty is imposed for imported vehicles exceeding 10
years.

(2) Uganda

Uganda has an age limit of 8 years (vide Finance Act of 2007) enforced by the
Uganda Revenue Authority. A penalty is imposed for imported vehicles
exceeding 8 years.

(3) Kenya

Kenya requires imported used vehicles to be 8 years or less from the date of
first registration. This requirement, enforced by the Kenya Bureau of
Standards, prohibits entry for vehicles older than 8 years.

(4) Rwanda and Burundi

Currently, no age limits exist for Rwanda and Burundi. However, national
consultations are currently going on to address this issue.

The meeting reviewed the approach used by Tanzania and Kenya in consideration of

environmental, social, economic and technical issues in relation to the age limit, see
Annex VII.



Recommendations:
The meeting recommended to EASC as follows:

(a) A tentative age limit be 10 years from the first date of registration be
recommended to the Sectoral Council on Trade, Investment and Finance
pending further national consultations.

(b) To request EAC Secretariat convenes a regional workshop to further
discuss the relationship between the age limit, environmental pollution,
safety, fuel consumption efficiency, social well-being, economic
activities, technological and industrial developments. The workshop
should bring together key stakeholders including those from the
following: Bureaus of Standards, Revenue Authorities, Ministries
responsible for transport, Ministries responsible for finance,
environmental management authorities and ministries responsible for
industry. The private sector shall be represented by dealers in new and
used vehicles, transporters, etc. The workshop should be convened by
March 2010.

() To request the EAC Secretariat to commission a study on the long-term
impact of trade in used motor vehicles in the Community including an
aspect of age limits.

(d) The Partner States to harmonize the testing and inspection regimes and
technical regulations.

5.2 Consideration of East African standard 481: 2008,Plastic carrier bags.

The meeting considered the matters referred to the sub-committee by the 13th
Meeting of EASC in May 2009

The meeting noted that Partner States were applying different approached in
implementation of EAS 481: 2008 as follows:

Uganda
The Government of Uganda imposed a total ban on all plastic bags by legislating the

Financial Act 2008. The National Environment Management Authority (NEMA) of
Uganda has since established a multi-sectoral committee to implement the ban and
regulations are being developed to implement the ban of the plastic bags.

Rwanda
There is currently a ban on manufacturing, importation, use and sale of plastic
bags.

Burundi
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No standard no ban. However, consultations have started in order to decide what to
do with plastic bags.

Tanzania

The National Standard on plastic carrier bags specifying minimum thickness of 30
microns is being applied; however, there is ongoing revision of the standard to raise
the minimum thickness to 100 microns.

Kenya
Current Kenya Standard applied covers both carrier and flat plastic bags and

prohibits manufacture or sale of these bags if they are less than 30 microns.

Observations

The meeting noted that despite divergent approach of implementing EAS 481: 2008
in the region, there was a need to consider issues like; flexibility in implementation
of total ban, timeline to phase out plastic packaging, list of products for which
plastic packaging must be used, use of biodegradable plastics to mention a few.

Recommendations

In view of the divergent policies and laws being implemented in the Partner
States, recognizing the basic rights of Partner States to protect the
environment within which their citizens live, and accepting that the means to
achieve this protection may include the total ban of the manufacture,
importation, use and sale of plastic bags and plastic packaging articles, the
Sub-Committee recommends to the Committee that the harmonization of EAS
481, Plastic carrier bags — Specification be halted.

6.0 ANY OTHER BUSINESS

(a) The subcommittee requested the EAC Secretariat could facilitate regional
technical committee meetings, or the secretariat could request development
partners to provide assistance towards this.

(b) Partner States were urged to initiate programmes towards the quality and
safety issues regarding plastic packaging with a view to finding a Community-wide
solution to the challenge.

There being no other business the meeting was adjourned at 5.00 pm on 25th
November 2009
