REPORT OF THE MEETING
OPENING OF THE MEETING
Introduction

The meeting was held in accordance with the calendar of EAC activities for
the period January to June 2011. The meeting was attended by delegates
from 5 EAC States of Burundi, Kenya, Tanzania, Rwanda and Uganda; and
representatives of the private sector and development partners from AFSEC,
EABC, TMEA, PTB, COMESA, UNIDO, COMPETE and ASARECA. The list of
the delegates is hereto attached in Annex I

Constitution of the Bureau

Mr. Damien Nakobedetse, the Managing Director, Burundi Bureau of
Standards chaired the meeting, while Mr. Reuben Gisore, Kenya Bureau of
Standards was the Rapporteur.

Remarks from the Director General (Customs & Trade)

In his opening, Mr. Peter Kiguta, the Director General of Customs and Trade
(DG, C&T) welcomed the delegates to the 15t meeting of the East African

Standards Committee and noted the commitment of Partner States towards
harmonization of SQMT activities in the Community.

Free movement of goods was recognized as a key pillar for the East African
Community’s integration agenda and this led to the establishment of the
East African Standards Committee at the very onset of the Community. Mr.
Kiguta noted that since the signing of the EAC Treaty on 30t November
1999, various instruments had been established to eliminate technical
barriers to trade such as the EAC SQMT Protocol which, among other
things, urged Partner States to establish mutual recognition of product
certification marks issued by the NSBs of Partner States.

The DG noted that occasionally, Partner States had experienced technical
barriers to trade but it was encouraging to note that each time, there were
successful efforts to surmount them. The DG thanked the committee for its
initiative to address barriers by establishing relevant structures such as the
Technical Management Board to rapidly address TBTs. The DG emphasized
that the work of the EASC was important in supporting operations of the
Common Market.

Mr. Kiguta thanked development partners for the support they had extended
to the Community in their various capacities. He highlighted six current
projects which were being supported by development partners:

1. PTB had a long-term project to support the establishment of an EAC
quality infrastructure which started in 2004. The project had achieved
many objectives notably the establishment of the EAC SQMT Act, 2006,
training of personnel in various fields and equipping of metrology
laboratories in Partners States. The project was in its third phase that
would end in December 2012.

2. The Swedish Standards Institute (SIS) in conjunction with the Swedish
International Development Agency (SIDA) had a 5-year project on Trade
Promotion and Poverty Reduction through Environmental Standards for
the EAC Region. The project was currently supporting EAC Partner
States to participate in the development of the international standards
ISO 14067, Carbon footprint of products and ISO 13065, Sustainable
criteria for bioenergy which were of particular importance to the region.

3. The African Organization for Standardization (ARSO) in conjunction with
UNEP was running an Eco labeling project in the EAC.

4. UNIDO in conjunction with NORAD were running a five-year project of
building trade capacity in agro-industry. The UNIDO/TCB project was
coming to an end in July 2011. In its meeting in April 2011, Council
approved a request by the EAC Secretariat to approach the financiers,
NORAD, to extend the project.

5. AU/IBAR was building capacity among African experts to effectively
participate in international standards setting bodies such as OIE, Codex
and IPPC.
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6. International Federation of Organic Agriculture Movements (IFOAM), that
supported the development EAS 456 in 2007, was interested in the
review of the standard in order to align it with the current EU standard
on organic products to enhance market access of EAC products into the

EU. IFOAM was also considering supporting the EAC to develop a policy
on organic farming.

The DG informed the meeting that Trade Mark East Africa and the EAC
Secretariat had signed an MOU to promote regional integration including
capacity building for the SQMT office. He thanked all development partners
for assisting in the various aspects.

He wished the meeting fruitful deliberations.
Remarks from the COMESA representative

Mr. Andrew Ngone, Senior Trade Policy Advisor delivered a goodwill message
from the COMESA Secretary General. In his remarks, the COMESA
representative noted that the EAC was in the lead in the regional integration
and congratulated the EAC for commitment in matters of SQMT.

Mr. Ngone informed the meeting that the EAC, SADC and COMESA were
working together to create the Tripartite Free Trade Area in accordance with
the Tripartite Summit’s Kampala Communiqué of 22nrd October 2008. He
also noted that officials from the EAC and COMESA were working together
in many areas such as SQMT, trade remedies, barriers to trade, agriculture,
energy and others.

He reiterated that the integration of the RECs would help Africa in achieving
the objective of Africa-wide integration into a single market within the
African Economic Community. It was expected that such integration would
lead to increased inter-African trade and general rise in incomes. The
integration would turn the region into a net exporting region rather than a
consumer region.

Mr. Ngone noted that regionally acceptable staple foods standards were a
prerequisite for the warehousing receipt system and was pleased that the
EAC had led the way in developing the standards.

He informed the meeting that experts from the three RECs had met in
Nairobi three times and finalized the Principles and Procedures For The
Development And Adoption Of Tripartite Standards. He thanked officers from
the EAC for taking the lead in the development of this document which will
be validated in due course.
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Remarks from Competitiveness and Trade Expansion Programme
(COMPETE)

The representative of COMPETE, Mr. Isaac Tallam, thanked the EASC for
cooperation in the development of staple foods standards. He noted that 22
out of the targeted 23 standards were finalized through a process that
involved development of drafts, conducting national consultation workshops
for a wide cross-section of stakeholders, conducting a regional meeting of
experts and finally an editing session which finalized the draft standards. In
these efforts, other players such as AGRA, EAGC, ACTESA and SIDA were
also involved.

Mr. Tallam noted that the EAC region suffers food security concerns and
lack of harmonized standards was hampering free movement of goods
especially staple foods. He reiterated that COMPETE was ready to support in
the implementation of the standards by offering assistance in the production
of training manuals and publicity materials.

Remarks from Association for Strengthening Agricultural Research in
Eastern and Central Africa (ASARECA)

The representative of ASARECA noted that ASARECA was focused on
poverty alleviation through supporting productivity and trade in staple foods
particularly cassava and potatoes. He added that through collaboration with
National Standards Bureaux and the EAC secretariat 11 draft East African
Standards had been concluded in the past year. This year, the standard on
seed potato was concluded. A further 13 draft standards for cassava and
potato products had been developed and were now ready for circulation to
Partner States. ASARECA was ready to cooperate with the EAC to develop
standards for seeds and propagation materials. ASARECA was committed to
continue in the harmonization process and any additional activities that
would ensure that the promotion of standards helps in the fight against

poverty.

Remarks from African Electrotechnical Standards Committee (AFSEC)
and IEC Affiliate

The representative of AFSEC/IEC, Mrs. Evah Oduor, informed the meeting
that there was massive need for electrical standards in African where over
500 million people were yet to get access to electricity services. This was
demonstrated more clearly when the countries in the West African Power
Pool attempted to interconnect their electricity grids without first taking into
account the different standards used in their systems and the subsequent
failure of the exercise.

AFSEC was launched in 2008 as a subsidiary of the African Energy

Commission (AFREC/AU) by electricity  producers, equipment
manufacturers and regulators in Africa. It is hosted by ESKOM of South
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Africa. Kenya was a founder member and Rwanda joined in 2010. Other
East African countries were encouraged to join AFSEC.

A presentation detailing the activities of AFSEC is attached as Annex II

IEC Affiliate programme for Africa

The Africa IEC affiliate programme coordinator informed the Committee that
the programme was designed to assist African Affiliates in using the Affiliate
Country Programme to its full extent including the following:

* Benefit from IEC IS and adopt relevant ones as national standards

* Participate in the preparation of IEC IS by commenting on IEC
documents

= Make use of IEC conformity assessment systems
» Establish national electrotechnical committees (NECs)

A presentation detailing the activities of IEC affiliate programme is attached
as Annex III.

Remarks from TradeMark East Africa (TMEA)

The representative of TradeMark East Africa reported that TMEA works with
institutions of government, private sector and civil society to support their
respective trade facilitation programmes. TMEA had submitted a proposal
for consideration by the EAC Secretariat.

Remarks from EABC

The Executive Director of EABC, Agatha Nderitu, thanked the EAC
Secretariat for inviting EABC to the meeting. She informed the meeting that
the private sector had established a regional standards platform to provide a
supportive technical linkage between the private sector and the public
technical regulatory and standardization institutions.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
The agenda adopted is hereto attached as Annex IV.

CONSIDERATION OF MATTERS ARISING FROM THE REPORT OF THE
14™ EASC MEETING

Reconstitution of the EASC to reflect the requirement of the SQMT Act

The Secretariat reported that though this exercise was commissioned in the
13th meeting of the EASC, there were new developments which needed to be
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taken into account. The meeting was informed that the 227 meeting of
Council of Ministers received proposals to expand the membership of the
Committee to include other members from sectors which handle SPS
standards and measures, technical regulations and conformity assessment
procedures. This was considered necessary in order to streamline the
manner in which these aspects of the quality infrastructure was being
handled in the Community and to provide an anchoring for technical
activities which currently could not be placed within any organs of the
Community.

In this regard, the Council made the decision as follows:

The Council approved the expansion on the membership of the
current EAC Standards Committee to include other standards
setting bodies especially those involved in developing SPS
standards, technical regulations and conformity assessment
procedures. (EAC/CM/22/Decision 47)

The Secretariat further noted that while the Committee had established a
subcommittee on technical regulations, there was need for the Committee to
establish a Technical Sub-Committee on Sanitary and Phyto-Sanitary
Measures in order to perform the functions that are not currently being
addressed.

Recommendation

The reconstitution of the EASC was deferred to take into account the
Council Decision and the Secretariat was requested to keep the
Committee updated.

Recruitment of a Standards Officer to strengthen the SQMT Office at
the EAC Secretariat

The Secretariat reported that Council had approved the restructuring of the
Secretariat to include creation of more positions in the EAC SQMT office. It
was noted that due to the complexity of recruitment in the Secretariat, and
given that SQMT work is increasing over time, the Secretariat should
consider engaging short-term services of technical officers of NSBs to carry
out specific tasks for the Secretariat. Such tasks could be performed by the
officers without necessarily travelling to the EAC Secretariat. The Secretariat
indicated that currently, there was need to:

i) Review standards

iij) Review the EAS Catalogue

iii) Finalize the Procedures for Development of East African Standards
iv) Effect the depository function

The Secretariat reported that they had secured USD 15 000 from RISP and
intended to commence the above activities between June and December
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2011. The Chief Executives were to be contacted in order to release
identified officers to perform the activities.

Recommendations
a) The EASC to prepare and submit a special request to Council

seeking additional staff to support the Secretariat’s SQMT
activities.

b) The Secretariat to inform the Partner States of any challenges
experienced for timely implementation of SQMT activities.

Strengthening of the College of Business Education into centre of
excellence for training in Metrology

The meeting took note that the Council of Ministers had approved the
Criteria for the Establishment and Location of Centres of Excellence which
requires that an Institution interested to become a Centre of Excellence
applies through the respective Ministry responsible for EAC affairs in
Partner States to EAC Secretariat and then the application is considered.

Recommendation

CBE was requested to apply for recognition through the Ministry of
East African Affairs Tanzania using the established criteria.

TMB Meeting

The meeting was informed that the 1st meeting of the TMB took place in
Kigali in September 2010.

The report of the meeting was considered under agenda item 7.0.
Gazettes notices

The meeting noted that EAC Gazettes were now available on the www.eac.int
and www.eac-quality.net websites and in the Partner States.

Positioning of EAC infrastructure to meet the requirements of full
fledged Customs Union and Common Market

The EAC Secretariat reported that it was always ready and willing to support
the development of instruments supporting this aspect of the SQMT
infrastructure.

Consideration of the draft regulations to operationalise the EAC SQMT
Act, 2006

The meeting noted the Draft Regulations had been submitted to the Sectoral
Council.
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Workshop and study on standard for used vehicles

The Secretariat reported that it did not carry out these activities since it was
not able to raise funds owing to budgetary constraints. EABC noted that this
matter affects the business community and other stakeholders. EABC
offered to collaborate with the EAC Secretariat in order to have the
workshop take place.

TMEA indicated that they could discuss this matter with the Secretariat and
seek possibilities of offering support.

Recommendation
The Secretariat was urged to approach EABC to host the workshop.

Standards of interest for EAC, COMESA and SADC

This was discussed under Agenda Item 5.0

Establishment of inter-linkages with other sectors of EAC

The Committee noted that the inter-linkages with other Sectors of EAC
mainly affect the activities of the East African Standards Technical Sub-
Committee (EASTSC]).

Recommendation

The meeting directed EASTC to prepare a detailed proposal and forward
it to EAC Secretariat for transmission to Council by August 2011.

EAC Web-Portal

The EAC Secretariat reported that the www.eac.int and the www.eac-
quality.net websites are currently active in dissemination of standards
related information.

Review of Procedures for Development of East African Standards

It was reported that the EAC Secretariat with the assistance of PTB
convened a meeting of experts from 10t to 12t May 2011 in Arusha to
deliberate on the Procedures for harmonization of East African Standards

but the work was not concluded.

It was agreed that the Secretariat will convene a three day meeting to finalize
the Procedures.

The meeting accepted the offer by Rwanda to host the meeting in Kigali from
27th — 29th July 2011.
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The meeting recommended as follows:

a) The Secretariat convenes another meeting to finalize the
Procedures.

b) The facilitation and sponsorship of the delegates to the meeting
be co-shared between the EAC Secretariat and the Partner States.

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF METROLOGY BILL

The Secretariat reported that in its meeting in June 2010, the Sectoral
Council directed the Secretariat to subject the Draft Metrology Bill to
National Consultations and consolidate the national comments into the Bill.

The Secretariat convened National Consultative Meetings to collect National
views in the 5 Partner States i.e. the Republic of Kenya, the United Republic
of Tanzania, the Republic of Burundi, the Republic of Rwanda and the
Republic of Uganda during the period of October 2010. A joint meeting of
experts was convened at the Uganda National Bureau of Standards Board
Room in Kampala, Uganda from the 7th-11th February 2011 to consolidate
National positions.

Recommendation
The EASC recommends to the Sectoral Council to approve the Draft
Metrology Bill. The Draft Metrology Bill is hereto attached Annex V.

Consideration of the progress made on development of Draft tripartite
Free Trade Area Agreement specifically SQMT and SPS matters

The meeting noted that the need to have a Tripartite Free Trade Area was
expressed by the Tripartite Summit communiqué of Kampala on 22rd
October 2008. The three Secretariats of EAC, COMESA and SADC had since
carried out work towards achieving the objectives of the Tripartite FTA. The
work carried out will be considered during the Tripartite Summit due in
June 2011 in Pretoria South Africa to consider progress and give guidance
on the way forward.

The Committee took note of the development on the Tripartite FTA.

CONSIDERATION OF THE ANNUAL REPORTS OF THE EAST AFRICAN
TECHNICAL SUB-COMMITTEE

The EASC received and adopted the reports of the four Technical Sub-
Committees outlining the various activities that had been undertaken and
proposed new work programme. The EASC thanked Development Partners
for the continued support in the activities of standardization that has
enabled progress in SQMT activities within the Community.
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6.1 Standards Technical Sub-Committee (STSC)

The Committee considered and adopted the Sub-Committee’s report
(attached as Annex VI) and:

(1) The EASC requested the EAC Secretariat and Partner States to
ensure that a regional training workshop on the use of the
standards template is held by December 2011.

(2) The EASC requested the Secretariat to coordinate with Partner
States in collaboration with development partners to secure
resources for training of standards project managers, technical
committee chairpersons, technical committee secretaries and
technical officers.

(3) The EASC commended USAID/COMPETE for the assistance
provided in the harmonization of staple foods standards and
approved the development of standards for horticultural products
including onions, cabbages, tomatoes, bananas, pineapples and
passion fruits with the support of COMPETE.

(4) The EASC directed the QA TSC to develop trade facilitation
arrangements which will facilitate free flow of agricultural
products in the EAC in conjunction with COMPETE, NSBs and
responsible authorities in the Partner States modelled on the EAC
Simplified Trade Regime.

(5) The EASC approved the development of training manuals and
dissemination materials on the staple food standards through the
assistance of COMPETE.

(6) The EASC took note of the progress made in the development of
standards for fortified food products under the support of the
East, Central and Southern Africa Health Society (ECSA-H) and
commended ECSA for the continued support.

(7) The EASC commended the Association for Strengthening
Agricultural Research in East and Central Africa (ASARECA) for
the assistance offered in the development of potato and cassava
standards and looks forward for continued support.

Recommendations

(a) The EASC recommends to the Sectoral Council to approve and
declare the 30 Final Draft standards as East African Standards.
The list of the 30 Final Draft standards is hereto in Annex VII.

(b) The Committee requests the EAC Secretariat to facilitate the
editing and formatting of the 30 Final Draft standards and those
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previously approved and provide the authoritative texts of these
standards to Partner States as provided for in the EAC SQMT Act
2006.

(c) The EASC requests the EAC Secretariat to convene the planning
meeting for the Technical Regulations Framework by July 2011.

Testing Technical Sub-Committee (TTSC)

The Committee considered and adopted the Sub Committee report (Annex
VIII).

Recommendations

a) The EASC requests Partner States to carry out more
awareness & marketing for the proficiency testing
schemes in order to attract more laboratories.

b) EASC requests Partner States to support the EAC PT
scheme through budgetary allocation once the PTB
financial support ends in December 2012.

Metrology Technical Sub-Committee (EAMET)

The Committee considered and adopted the report for the Sub-Committee on
Metrology (Annex IX).

Recommendations

a) The EASC considered the 11 draft metrology regulations and
approved them to be subjected to national consultations.

b) The Committee requests the Secretariat to seek for funds to
facilitate the harmonization process of metrology regulations.

c) The EASC requests the EAC Secretariat to convene a meeting of all
stakeholders and experts involved in the management, maintenance
and accuracy of transit weighbridges and axle load weighers to
resolve discrepancies in weighment results between Partner States.

Quality Assurance Technical Sub-Committee (QA TSC)

The Committee considered and adopted the report for the Sub-Committee on
Quality Assurance (Annex X).
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Recommendation
The EASC directed the QA TSC to:

a) Finalize the peer assessments for the product certification schemes
to determine conformance to procedures of ISO/IEC Guide 65 and
systems 4 and 5 of ISO / IEC Guide 67 by April 2012.

b) Provide proposals on the types of inspection systems which should
be adopted by the Partner States.

Consideration of Reports from Cooperating Partners on implementation
of EAC Projects on Standardisation

The meeting noted the reports from cooperating partners listed below:

(a) PTB - Architecture of SQMT in EAC and Strategic SQMT Plan
See Annex XI.

(b) UNIDO - Regional Food Safety
See Annex XII.

(c) Swedish Standards Institute on environmental standards
The meeting noted that the issue of environmental standards and
particularly Carbon Foot Print (CFP) is very important and Partner
States and private sector should be fully engaged in the development
of this standard.
Recommendations
The EASC requests Partner States to upgrade their membership
in all relevant international standards bodies in order to
effectively participate in international standardization activities.
See Annex XIII

(d) East African Business Council (EABC)
See Annex XIV.
Recommendations
a) The EASC reiterated the need for advocacy in supporting trade

facilitation initiatives by government agencies.

b) The EASC welcomed the regional Private Sector Standards

Platform initiated by EABC and looks forward for collaboration
in the technical work of standards-related matters.
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¢) The EASC agreed to cooperate with EABC/Platform and hold at
least one annual meeting sponsored by the private sector.

d) The EASC urged the private sector to invest in test
laboratories.

e) EABC to be a member of the EASC.

CONSIDERATION OF THE REPORT OF THE FIRST MEETING OF THE
EASC TMB

The Committee noted that the TMB held its first meeting on 21st September
2010 in Kigali, Rwanda.

Recommendations
a) The second meeting of the EASC TMB to be held in Kampala, Uganda
in November 2011.

b) The EAC Secretariat was urged to incorporate the meetings of the
TMB in the EAC calendar of activities and notify the Partner States
accordingly.

IMPLEMENTATION OF COUNCIL DECISIONS
The Sectoral Council directed the EASC to proceed with the development of
EASS 481:2008 Standard on Plastic Carrier bags despite divergent policies

and laws in Partner States on Plastic bags.

The Committee referred the matter to the EASTSC to develop the EAS
from basic principles taking into account any emerging issues.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Committee commended the Bureau for steering the meeting to
conclusion.

A Bill for an Act

ENTITLED

THE EAST AFRICAN COMMUNITY METROLOGY ACT, 2010

An Act of the Community to provide for the introduction and use of the
units of measurement of the International System of Units (SI) and
certain other measuring units; for the designation of national
measuring standards; for the administration of measurements used in

trade, health and law enforcement; and to provide for related matters.

ENACTED by the East African Community and assented to by the President
of the United Republic of Tanzania, the President of the Republic of Kenya,

Rwanda and the President of the Republic of Uganda as follows -

1. Citation and Commencement

(1) This Act may be cited as the East African Community Metrology
Act, 2010.

(2) This Act shall come into force on such a date as the Council may

2. Interpretation

In this Act unless the context otherwise requires —

“accreditation” means third party attestation related to a conformity
assessment body conveying formal demonstration of its competence to

carry out specific conformity assessments tasks;

“BIPM” means the Bureau International des Poids et Mesures

“calibration” means the set of operations that establish, under

“certification” means the issue of a written statement by a third-party,

“Fake” means false, bogus, replica, imitation, unauthorized copy, not

consistent with the original design

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“International System of Units, SI” means the coherent system of

units adopted and recommended by the CGPM;

“inspection” means the examination of a product design, product,
process or installation, and determination of their conformity with
specific requirements or, on the basis of professional judgement, with

general requirements;

“inspector” means an officer of the legal metrology department
appointed as a legal metrology inspector in accordance with section
20(2) and 20(3);

“Institute” means a body responsible for matters of Metrology at

National level;

“legal metrology organization” means the body designated in terms
of section 6(3);

“ legal units” includes Sl units and customary units traceable to Sl

units

“measurement standard” means a material measure, measuring
instrument, reference material or measuring system intended to define,
realize, conserve or reproduce a metrological unit or one or more values

of a quantity to serve as a reference;

“Metre Convention” means the international metrology convention
established in 1875;

“metrology” means the science of measurements and its applications;
“Minister” means the Minister of the relevant ministry responsible for

metrology in the Partner State or any other Authority as defined by the

Partner State;
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“national gazette” means the official gazette of a Partner State;

“national metrology institute” means the body designated in terms of

section 6(2);

“OIML” means the Organisation Internationale de Métrologie Légale
(International Organization of Legal Metrology), the intergovernmental

organization for legal metrology;

“Partner States” means the United Republic of Tanzania, the Republic
of Kenya, the Republic of Uganda, Republic of Rwanda and Republic of
Burundi and any other country granted membership to the Community

under Section 3 of the Treaty;

“person” means a natural or legal person and includes a corporate
body;

“pre-packaged goods” means any commodity made up or packaged in
any manner as a single unit or entity prior to the time of sale thereof for

the purpose of selling such commodity as such unit or entity;

premises means any land or any building or other structure and
includes any train, boat, ship, aircraft or other except premises used

solely as a dwelling house

“primary measurement standard” means a measurement standard
that is designated or widely acknowledged as having the highest
metrological qualities and whose value is accepted without reference to

other standards of the same quantity;

“product” means goods and services designed to be released or

launched in a market;
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“quality assurance” means that part of the coordinated activities to
direct and control an organization with regard to quality, focused on

providing confidence that quality requirements shall be fulfilled;

“reference material” means material or substance one or more of
whose property values are sufficiently homogeneous and well
established to be used for calibration of an apparatus, the assessment

of a measurement method, or for assigning values to materials;

“Secretariat” means the Secretariat of the Community as established

under the Treaty;

“sale” includes to offer, advertise, keep, expose, transmit, prepare,
convey or deliver in pursuance of sale, exchange or disposal, and the
words “seller”, *“selling”, “sale” and *“sold” have a corresponding

meaning;

“traceability” means the property of a result of a measurement or the
value of a measurement standard whereby it can be related to stated
references, usually national or international measurement standards,
through an unbroken chain of comparisons all having stated

uncertainties;

“Treaty” means the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African

Community;

“type approval” means decision of legal relevance, based on an
evaluation report, that the type of a measuring instrument complies
with the relevant statutory requirements and is suitable for use in the
regulated area in such a way that it is expected to provide reliable

measurement results over a defined period of time;
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“uncertainty” means a parameter, associated with the result of a
measurement that characterizes the dispersion of values that could
reasonably be attributed to the particular quantity subject to

“verification” means the procedure, other than type approval, which
includes the examination, testing, marking and issuing of a verification
certificate as relevant, that ascertains and confirms that the measuring

instrument complies with the statutory requirements;

“vessel” means a vehicle, ship or aircraft or any otherhollow container

for storing, transporting or measuring liquids

3. Objects of the Act

The objects of the Act are to -

(1) facilitate implementation of national metrology systems compatible
with international metrology systems and attain the related

international recognition thereof ;

(2) enhance consumer confidence and limit consumer exploitation by
facilitating fair trade transactions where these are based on
measurements;

(3) enhance the reliability of measurements used in law enforcement;

(4) harmonize national metrology laws in the Community;

(5) enhance the reliability of measurements that have an effect on
human health and safety, and the environment;

(6) increase opportunities for companies within the Community to
participate in international science and technology transfer through

metrology;
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(7) facilitate national, regional and international trade; and

(8) any other object consistent with the provisions of this Act.

East African Metrology Committee

There is established a Committee to be known as the East African

Metrology Committee.

(2) The functions of the Committee shall be to -

(@) undertake and coordinate activities related to Metrology;

(b) Develop and establish frameworks that advance compliance
by the partner states with their obligations under this Act;

(c) Set out priorities and prepare implementation programmes
with regard to metrology activities at national and Community
levels consistent with the provisions of this Act;

(d) Monitor and keep under constant review the implementation
of the metrology programmes at national and Community levels;
(e) Submit reports and recommendations to the council on its
own initiative or upon request of the Council concerning the
implementation of the treaty that affect metrology;

() Establish procedures for the development, approval, gazetting
and withdrawal of the harmonized East African Protocols,
guidelines and regulations on metrology including the adoption
and enactment at national levels;

(g) Establish liaison mechanisms with other regional and
international organizations consistent with the objects of this Act;
(h) Hear appeals with regard to administrative measures for
metrology regulations implemented in the Partner States;

(1) Perform other functions consistent with the objects of this
Act, or as directed by Council.

In carrying out its functions, the Committee shall have due regard

for the requirements and obligations of the international, regional or
sub-regional agreements or conventions that the Community

subscribes to..

The Committee shall comprise:-

(@) be the value as the national metrology institute causes it to be
determined from time to time;

(b) be deemed the declared measurement standard in the Partner
State for the implementation of this Act; and

(c) have stated uncertainties.

8. Legal Metrology Measurement Standards

(1)

The Chief Executive of the legal metrology organization shall have

custody of such legal metrology measurement standards at the
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departmental, regional or verification office level as may be necessary
for the purpose of giving effect to the requirements of this Act and
national metrology legislation.

(2) The value of the legal metrology measurement standards shall be
as accurate as is demanded by the relevant technical requirements of
measuring instruments falling within the purview of this Act or
national metrology legislation, represent the value signified by its
denomination.

(3) The head of the legal metrology organization shall arrange for the
comparison and calibration, from time to time but not exceeding five
years or as prescribed by EAC Metrology Committee.

(4) The head of the legal metrology department shall arrange for the
comparison and calibration, from time to time but at intervals not
exceeding one year or as prescribed by EAC metrology council and see
to the correction thereof, if necessary.

(5) Every measuring instrument used by the officers of the legal
metrology department for carrying out their duties and functions under
this Act or national metrology legislation, shall be inspected, tested and
calibrated before being taken into use and thereafter at such intervals

as prescribed by regulation.

9. Traceability

(1) A measurement standard which is not a national measurement
standard or a measurement carried out by that measurement standard
shall, for the purpose of implementation of any law prescribing
requirements on measurements, , be traceable to one or more national
measurement standards.

Legal Metrology
(1) The Partner States shall amend or enact national legislation
dealing with measurements, pre-packaging and measuring instruments

(a) protect the interests of individuals and corporate bodies;
(b) protect national interests;
(c) protect public health and safety, including in relation to the
environment and medical services;

(2) The measuring instruments provided for in subsection (1) shall -
(@) present measurement results in the measurement units as
provided for in section 10 and the measurement results shall be

traceable as provided for in section 9; and

(d) the measures, such as sealing marks, to be taken to restrict
access to certain parts or functions of the measuring instruments,
including software, in order to prevent unauthorized adjustments
or interventions;

(e) the marks, signs or inscriptions which attest to the status of
conformity of the measuring instruments with legal requirements;
() that measuring instruments that no longer meet the
requirements must be made to conform or repaired and re-verified,

or removed from use or withdrawn from the market.

(4) The legal metrology department shall make public in an
appropriate way the list of type approved measuring equipment.

(5) When a measuring instrument is offered for sale, sold or placed on
the market for use subject to legal metrology requirements as provided
for in this Act and relevant national metrology legislation, the seller
must inform in writing the purchaser about the legal requirements, and
offer measuring instruments complying with the legal requirements and
their intended use.

(6) No person shall use, have in their possession for use or put into
service for applications as provided for in section 10, any measuring
instrument subject to legal metrology control unless this instrument
bears the required control marks as defined in subsection (3)(e) and the
sealing marks as defined in subsection (3)(d) as relevant.

(7) The owner or person responsible for any measuring instrument
that is in service, and is subject to legal metrology requirements as
provided for in this Act and national metrology legislation, is required
to maintain the conformity of that instrument to legal requirements.

(2) Where a Partner State develops and implements national legal
metrology regulation relating to a product, a service or a law
enforcement measure that does not fall within the scope of a

metrology regulations on East African Standards or International

(g) failure to keep relevant records.
(h) affix fake or undue conformity marking or verification mark
(i) Use other units and symbols than those defined in application
of legal units and multiples and subdivisions of S| units.
() Sell or offer for sale any prepackaged goods which do not
comply with the requirements of this Act
(2) Where a Partner State identifies or creates additional offences in

national legislation not covered under the offences identified in

subsection (1), these should be notified within sixty days to the Council
and legal metrology departments of the other Partner States before

being implemented.

Liability of persons

(1) Partner States shall enact or amend their national metrology
legislation to provide for the legal liability of persons as provided for in
subsections (2), (3), (4) and (5).

(2) A person that uses or keeps any measuring instrument falling
within the scope of Community and national metrology legislation is
responsible for having the required metrological controls performed on
the measuring instruments which they keep or use.

(3) Any person importing, manufacturing, repairing, selling or hiring
any measuring instrument intended for usage covered by this Act and
relevant national metrology legislation is liable for having the required
metrological controls performed on the measuring instruments or
installations which are subject to their activities.

(4) Any person in charge of any measuring instrument, package or
goods which are being inspected or examined by any legal metrology
inspector appointed as provided for in section 18, shall at the request
of said inspectors render such assistance as may be necessary for the
purpose of verifying or testing such measuring instruments or
packages or of measuring or counting the quantity of such goods.

(5) A person is obliged to withdraw from sale or usage any measuring
instrument or goods, or to give effect to any other measure deemed
necessary, as ordered by an inspector or the legal metrology

department.

Conformity assessment bodies for legal metrology
(1) Partner States may appoint bodies to perform tasks pertaining to
conformity assessment, verification, or inspection in application of the

legal metrology regulations, provided that these bodies are shown to be
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demonstrably technically competent and impartial, preferably through
accreditation.

(2) Partner States shall notify the appointment of such bodies as
provided for in subsection (1) to the legal metrology departments of
each other and to the Secretariat in writing annually and as changes
occur. The responsibility will be upon the legal metrology departments

to update the list

(3) The legal metrology bodies in the partner states shall maintain a

record of the bodies in 19(1) above

Inspection, examination and seizure
(1) Partner States shall ensure that the legal metrology department
arranges inspections and examinations in order to prevent-
(@) the use of any measuring instrument or package which falls
within the purview of, and which does not comply with the
relevant requirements of this Act or national metrology legislation;
(b) the sale of goods which, in respect of quantity or the manner
in which they are offered for sale, do not comply with the relevant
requirements of this Act or national metrology legislation.

Powers of Inspectors
(4) The inspectors appointed as provided for in subsection (2), shall be
issued with the written authority that would allow the said inspector at
all reasonable times to -
(@) enter any place or stop and enter any vessel in respect of
which the inspector has reason to believe that it contains or is
connected with any measuring instrument or package used or
intended to be used for any of the prescribed purposes, or contains
or is connected with goods for sale;
(b) inspect or examine any measuring instrument, package,
goods, article or other thing which may in terms of this Act or
relevant national metrology legislation be inspected or examined,
or order that for the purpose of inspection or examination such
measuring instrument, package, goods, article or other things be
placed at the inspector’s disposal;
(c) inspect, verify or test or cause to be verified or tested any
measuring instrument or package used for any of the prescribed
purposes or which is subject to any provision of this Act or
relevant national metrology legislation and which is in the
possession of any person, corporate body or is found on any
premises;
(d) seize and retain for use as evidence, any measuring
instrument, package, goods, article or other thing found to be
used, retained, offered, or exposed for sale in violation of this Act
or relevant national metrology legislation;
(e) order any person or corporate body carrying goods for sale
that do not meet the provisions of this Act or relevant national
metrology legislation, to stop; and
() examine and measure and count the quantity of any goods for

sale by means of any measuring instrument owned by the legal
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metrology department which is suitably traceable to national

measurement standards or by means of any certified measuring

instrument found at the place where such goods are found or any

vehicle on which such goods are carried for sale.
(5) Any inspector, who examines any goods or who inspects or
examines or causes to be verified or tested any measuring instrument
and who finds that such goods or measuring instruments do not
comply with the requirements of this Act or relevant national metrology
legislation, may order the person or corporate body in whose
possession or on whose premises such goods or measuring
instruments were found, to —

(@) Withdraw the whole, or any part, of such goods or measuring

instruments forthwith from sale;

(b) withdraw any such measuring instrument forthwith from

further use;

(c) take such other steps as he or she may deem necessary for

the protection of prospective purchasers or any other person or

corporate body concerned.
(6) Whenever there shall exist a weight or measuring instrument or
pre-package in or around any place from which buying and selling is
commonly carried out, there shall be a rebuttable presumption that
such weights or measure, measuring instrument, or pre-package is
regularly used for the business purpose of that place.
(7) Whenever there shall exist a measuring instrument subject to legal
metrology control used for health, safety, law enforcement or
application of environmental regulation in any place in which or from
which measurements are commonly carried out, there shall be a
rebuttable presumption that such a measuring instrument is regularly

used for its intended purpose.

Financial Provisions for Metrological work
(1) Partner States shall enact or amend their national metrology

legislation to provide for fees payable for services rendered in respect of
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metrological work carried out by the national metrology institute or the
legal metrology department.

(2) The requirements provided for in subsection (1) should set out the
procedures to be followed, the operations for which payments have to
be made and the amount of such payments in the case of services that
are rendered solely by the national metrology institute or the legal
metrology department in terms of the legal requirements of this Act or
national metrology legislation.

(3) Notwithstanding the provisions provided for in subsection (1) the
national metrology institute or the legal metrology department may
render calibration, verification or conformity assessment services at
market based fees where purchasers of such services have a choice of
service providers.

(4) The calibration, verification and conformity assessment services
rendered by bodies other than the national metrology institute or legal
metrology department are provided on demand of the person or
corporate body requiring such services and the fee for their service

shall be as agreed between the service provider and the purchaser.

Approximation and alignment of national legislation

The Partner States shall approximate their national legislation,
including national regulations, on measuring units, measuring

standards and legal metrology and align them with this Act.

Disputes Between Partner States

(1) Any Partner State whose interests have not been appropriately
recognized during the implementation of the Act, may refer the matter
to the Council in writing no later than sixty days of the relevant
decision of the Committee.

(2) Any dispute between the Partner States may be referred to the

Council for determination where -
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(@) the use of metrology regulations restricts access of products
into the other Partner State’s market; or
(b) deliberate and wilful neglect by a Partner State leads to non-
compliance with metrology regulations within its jurisdiction to the
detriment of the other Partner States.
(3) Where a Partner State fails to meet its obligations under this Act,
any of the other Partner States may appeal to the Council in writing to
have the matter resolved.
(4) Where the Council fails to resolve a matter referred to it, the

matter shall be referred to the East African Court of Justice.

Disclosure of certain information to protect the consumer
(1) The Minister may, if he or she is of the opinion that it is necessary
in the public interest and to protect the consumer, reveal in any
manner -
(@) any information which in his or her opinion is necessary to
prevent the public from being misled concerning any aspect not
inconsistent with this Act; or
(b) the name of a person or corporate body that in his or her
opinion, does not comply with any provision of this Act.
(2) The disclosure referred to in subsection (1) may also relate to the

trade name or trade mark of a commodity.

Regulations
The Council may make and amend regulations not inconsistent with
this Act for giving effect to the provisions of this Act or revoke such

regulations.

Prosecution of offences

The offences committed under this Act shall be prosecuted by relevant

designated authorities in the Partner States.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE EAST AFRICAN STANDARDS TECHNICAL

SUBCOMMITTEE FOR THE YEAR MAY 2010 — JUNE 2011

INTRODUCTION

During the period May 2010 to June 2011, a number of technical committee
meetings were held under the supervision of the East African Standards
Technical Sub Committee. The committee also held its annual meeting from
30th May to 1st June, 2011.

STANDARDS HARMONIZATION

Recommendations

(1)

(2)

The Sub Committee recommends to the EASC to adopt the 30 Final
Draft standards as East African Standards and recommend them for
declaration as East African Standards by Council (Appendix A).

The Sub Committee requests the EASC to request the EAC
Secretariat to facilitate the editing and formatting of the 30 Final
Draft standards and those previously approved and provide the
authoritative texts of these standards to Partner States as provided
for in the EAC SQMT Act 2006.

EAST AFRICAN STANDARDS TEMPLATE AND LAYOUT

Recommendations

(3)

The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to urge the EAC
Secretariat and Partner States to ensure that a regional training
workshop on the use of the standards template is held.

The East African Standards Template shall be referenced in the
Procedures for Development of East African Standards and shall be
used by other organs of the Community whenever they draft East
African Standard.
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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PTB PROJECT

Recommendation

(5) Partner States reiterated that the training of standards project
managers, technical committee chairpersons, technical committee
secretaries and technical officers was important. The Secretariat
was urged to provide an update on the matter and explore the
possibility of getting support from development partners to assist in
developing capacity in this area.

SUPPORT BY COMPETE

Recommendations

(6) The Sub-Committee requests the EASC to commend COMPETE for
the assistance in the process of harmonization of staple foods
standards and looks forward for continued support.

(7) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to request COMPETE
to share the findings of the study they are conducting in the
horticultural value chain to assist in prioritizing the harmonization
of standards for horticultural products.

(8) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to approve the
development of standards for horticultural products including
onions, cabbages, tomatoes, bananas, pineapples and passion with
the support of COMPETE.

(9) The Sub-Committee recommends to EASC to direct the QA TSC to
develop trade facilitation arrangements which will facilitate free
flow of agricultural products in the EAC in conjunction with
COMPETE, NSBs and responsible authorities in the Partner States
modelled on the EAC Simplified Trade Regime.

(10) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to approve the
development of training manuals and dissemination materials on
the staple food standards through the assistance of COMPETE.

SUPPORT BY EAST, CENTRAL AND SOUTHERN AFRICA - HEALTH
SOCIETY (ECSA-H)

The Sub-Committee noted that ECSA had assisted in the development of 5
draft standards covering the following products had been developed:

1. Fortified maize flour — Specification

2. Fortified cooking oils — Specification
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3. Fortified salt — Specification
4. Fortified sugar — Specification
5. Fortified wheat flour — Specification

The Sub-Committee took note that ECSA was committed to supporting 2-day
consultations at national level and 5-day consultations at the regional level. It
was reported that governments in Partner States are in various stages of
enacting regulations for food fortification.

Recommendations
(11) The Sub-Committee requests the EASC to commend ECSA for the
continued support.

(12) The Sub-Committee requests the EASC to take note of the progress
of work in this area.

SUPPORT BY ASARECA

The meeting noted that the regional meeting to harmonize seed potato standard
was held between 31st March to 1st April 2011 with support from ASARECA.
The meeting was also informed that 14 drafts standards for cassava and potato
products had been developed and are ready for circulation to Partner States.

Recommendations

(13) The Sub-Committee requests the EASC to commend ASARECA for
the continued assistance in the standards harmonization process
and looks forward for continued support.

APPROVAL AND OPERATIONALIZATION OF PROCEDURES FOR
DEVELOPMENT OF EAST AFRICAN STANDARDS

The SC noted that the EAC Secretariat in conjunction with PTB facilitated a
meeting of experts to finalize the Procedures 10th - 12th May 2011 but the
work was not finalized.

Recommendation

(14) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to request Partner
States and the EAC Secretariat to facilitate experts to hold a
meeting to finalize the Procedures from 4th to 6th July 2011.

REPORTS FROM TECHNICAL COMMITTEES
FRUITS AND VEGETABLES

UNIDO supported the development of draft standards for fruits and vegetables
which were presented for consideration in the first meeting in Kampala from 5th
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to 7th October 2010. The meeting received a total of 128 draft standards and
prioritized 23 for consideration.

Recommendation

(15) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to request Partner
States to facilitate meetings of the TC on Fruits and Vegetables to
carry out the harmonization of standards for fruits and vegetables
taking into account the interest shown by COMPETE to support
work on products falling in this committee.

ENVIRONMENT, HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Sub-Committee noted that Partner States were supposed to have
concluded national consultations and submitted their comments to Rwanda
with regard to the following three draft East African Standards by July 2010:

1. DEAS 12:2010, Potable water — Specification
2. DEAS 13:2010, Containerized mineral water — Specification
3. DEAS 187:2010, Toothpaste — Specification

Partner States reported that there were various developments at the
international and national levels which have a bearing in certain aspects of the
draft standards which need to be taken into account.

Recommendation
(16) The Subcommittee requested Rwanda to coordinate the work in
finalizing the three draft standards by November 2011.

COMMUNICATION

Partner States highlighted the difficulties encountered when communicating to
one another and the Secretariat due to existing protocols and organizational
hierarchies.

Recommendation
(17) The EAC Secretariat shall be responsible for communicating to the
Partner States regarding the convening of TC/Sector meetings.

(18) The Sub-Committee requests the EAC Secretariat to review the

communication procedures and provide guidelines for different
channels for enhancing communication.
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USE OF EAST AFRICAN STANDARDS IN CERTIFICATION

The meeting was informed that the EAC Secretariat had conducted a survey on
the level of adoption of East African Standards in Partner States.

Recommendation

(19) The Sub-Committee requests EASC to request the EAC Secretariat
to provide information on the level of adoption of EAS and the use
of the same in product certification.

DEVELOPMENT OF TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

The Subcommittee noted the offer by PTB to facilitate the initiation of the
subcommittee and sensitization of stakeholders on the implications of technical
regulations on trade and the need to have a technical regulations framework in
the EAC. The Sub-committee noted that there is need to hold a planning
meeting comprising of about 8 participants drawn from: EABC, PTB, EAC
Secretariat and NSBs to develop a concept paper for the regional forum.

Recommendations

(20) The Subcommittee requests the EASC to operationalize the
Technical Sub-Committee on Technical Regulations possibly by
September 2011.

(21) The Sub-Committee requests the EASC to commend PTB for offering
to support the initiation of the Technical Regulations TSC and
facilitating the planning meeting.

(22) The Sub-Committee recommends to the EASC to request the EAC
Secretariat to convene the planning meeting of the Technical
Regulations Sub-Committee by July 2011.
